 Stop Loss DilemmaɂTaking Sides 
 

A Stop-Loss Order is an order placed with a broker to sell a security at a specific price. 
Philosophies vary, but 10% below the current (or perhaps your buy-price) is fairly common. 

Pro 
 
If you wish to protect the magnitude of a loss 
on a stock you are not willing or able to moni-
tor, it can save you further loss in a sud-
den, unexpected market down turn, or bad 
news about a company. It could have 
saved investors a lot of money during the past 
year. 
 
For example, if you had set a 10% loss on just 
about any bank stock in mid-October 2007, 
you would be a lot better off now. 
 
 

Con 
 
A Stop-Loss Order could also be called a 
Locked-in-Loss Guarantee as it will cause the 
stock to be sold automatically, even if the 
price drop is temporary, fleeting or caused by 
market forces unconnected to the quality of a 
the company. 
 
For example, if you had set a 10% stop-loss on 
Apple (AAPL) in early January of this year when 
the price was mid-90s, you might have 
unintentionally sold it in mid-January when it 
dropped to $78. A couple of weeks later, it was 
up over $100.

Last year the North End Women in Stocks (NEWS) Investment Club 
celebrated their twenty-five year anniversary with a spa tripτin 
Mexico. 
 
The club has done quite well. The club meets monthly in Tacoma and 
they have developed into a very close knit group. Five of the sixteen 
current members were among the original nine who started the club 
in 1983. 
 
Each member is a full participant, and follows one of the sixteen 
stocks in their portfolio, reporting monthly. They mix it up to keep 
things interesting; rotating their stock watching responsibilities 
frequentlyτas often as quarterly. 
 
They rotate officers on an annual basis, with the exception of 
Treasurer, for which they have two members trained. They use ICLUB-

unit accounting method, and on the few occasions when they have 
lost or gained a member, to properly track the finances. 
 
Each meeting starts with a short social time followed by the business 
session. A typical meeting lasts one and a half to two hours. Each 
member gives an update on their stock. Most meetings include an 
analysis of additional stocks for consideration, perhaps from an 

industry sector in which their portfolio lacks representation or some-
thing that sounded interesting. 
 
Although the club is made up of strong, career-oriented women, they 
have not had issues with conflict. They take their stock selection 
seriously, yet have fun. 
 
The social aspects are important to the members. They occasionally 
include their spouses for dinners and other gatherings. Recently they 

took a trip (without spouses) to a spa outside Taxco .  They were able 

to finance the trip through a voluntary withdrawal of some of their 
gains. 
 
The club has revised their stock analysis criteria through the years, 
although they have stayed with fundamental analysis in general. They 
have used the Stock Selection Guide, S&P research, Value Line reports 
and analysis reports supplied by their personal brokerage firms. More 
recently, as the economy has changed, and club members have aged, 
they have taken dividends into consideration.

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Q. What is the most important reason for using club accounting 
software? 
A. There are many good reasons for using club accounting 
software.  Perhaps the most important is to keep track of each 
member's tax basis because that information is not available from any 
other source. 
 

Q. Why is a member's tax basis important? 
A. When a member withdraws from a club that is a taxable event.  A

A. When a member withdraws their money from a club, the club can 
pay the member either in cash or by transferring stock owned by the 
club.

This gain is shown 
on their withdrawal report (but not on their K-1) and must be 
reported on their personal tax return (much like a sale of stock).  A 
capital loss can be realized on a full withdrawal (when the amount

I fall in the camp of being against using stop-loss orders.  When stocks 
fall in price, sometimes you really want to buy more instead of sell-
ing.  Going back to 1987, when stocks dropped precipitously, it was a 
real buying opportunity, not a selling opportunity.  Many times compa-
nies have a short-term hit to the earnings and the stocks falls 10% to 
15%.  Again, those are buying opportunities, not selling opportunities.
